Some notes from Chuck’s meeting with Gretchen Smith about Ozone proposal

Last week I visited Gretchen Smith to discuss the IM implications of the Interpolated Biosite Index (IBI) change proposal.  There will be the need for an IBI Guru (IBIG) to produce the interpolated map.  The IBIG would not be an IM person.  The IM tasks associated with the proposal are modest.  Here is the summary of the tasks based on last week's meeting:

Calculate moving averages for year i (IM task)

Produce National IBI map (IBI Guru task)

Calculate IBI values for P2/P3 plots for both actual locations and fuzzed/swapped locations (IBIG task)

Populate NIMS & FIADB with plot level IBI values (IM task)

Produce estimates of area & volume (IM task)
