Discussion Topics:

1. Cycle numbering protocols

Discussion:


Is there a way in FIADB to distinguish between annual verse periodic data?  Only in the notes.  Isn’t there a previous_cycle number on one of these records?  Chuck could not find one this afternoon.   

Example of Tennessee, where first annual inventory is cycle 4.  Last periodic inventory is cycle 5.  The next annual inventory cycle will conflict with the last periodic inventory cycle, e.g. two cycle 5’s.  This is a problem.

Issues:



Implications for FIADB and for past data?  For FIADB, cycle needs to be different for each inventory for each state.

Decision:   

For annual data, from here on in, cycle numbering will be “monotomically” increasing (e.g N, N+1, etc….)

Action Items:

Pat, Larry, and Ali will get together to discuss the SRS cycle numbering situation.

2.  Proposal to use both views & synonyms

Discussion:

Chuck wants the three sub-teams to know that this is a proposal and that they should be discussing this proposal amongst themselves to identify and address any relevant issues.  Furthermore, there appear to be problems regarding being able to access certain views using PL/SQL packages where access is provided via a role rather than via a user.

Action Items: 

We may need to assign access directly to users and not to roles
