Forest Type

An issue relating to the forest type codes was raised by Sharon, pursuant to communication with Brad.  The numbering system has changed from the previous system used by RPA, which was developed before the Arner committee methodology was adopted.  A cross-walk between the coding systems can be provided in the database, which will likely serve continuity needs.  John Kelly was to follow up with Brad.

Note:  The reason the new coding system was adopted has to do with efforts preceding any decision by the IM&C Band.  The coding used throughout the FIA program needs to be consistent, unless there is a reason to deviate.  Since RPA has historically used the previous coding scheme, then a cross walk needs to be provided for that function, and others as needed.  The follow up with Brad recognized this issue.

FS Veg

Gary Boyack described the need to include all FIA data in the FS Veg database.  The needs relating to a draft plan were discussed.  The primary needs beyond the national core FIA program requirements (which includes P3) are regional add-ons.  This issue will be followed up with.  Note:  A meeting is being planned for the week of February 26-March 2 in St. Paul, MN.  Sharon Woudenberg and Pat Miles are coordinating.
