Sample Calculations Appendix – the wording for annual mortality for white pine is confusing with the words “mortality” and “live” both part of the description.  Just this example was noticed, but all the examples probably need looked at.

Suggested Changes:


Get rid of the word “live” and use “all trees regardless of tree class”


Use the word “volume” after mortality so that user knows it is not number of trees or something else - - just provides clarity.

It was suggested the we look at the core tables and reports and use the phrase that is used there

For now, leave it as it is and we can review it along with Chapter 4 at a later date.

Code Changes from version 2.0 to version 3.0 – there are a few code changes (Tree Reconcile Code), and there are differences in the field guide description and the user guide description.  Chuck and Charles will look at this in Vegas next week.
